Dear Parishioners: 
 

 If you receive The Harvest magazine from the Diocese, 

you might have noticed the article on Life Teen ministry to high 

school youth. Life Teen is our method of providing religious 

education to young people in grades 9-12. It also provides 

opportunities for services, socializing, and prayer. Several 

parishes in the diocese are beginning this ministry, following 

upon our experience here in Lewiston. Don Smith, our parish 

director of formation presented a video to all of us about Life 

Teen a few weeks ago at the end of Mass. The same program for 

grades 6-8 is called EDGE. I am pleased with the way that EDGE 

took off last year. We want to grow this part of our ministry to 

young people. More and more, junior high school is a critical age 

for the development of character and beliefs. 

Currently EDGE (grades 6-8) has been taking place 

before the 6:00 pm Mass on Sunday evening at Holy Family 

Church, and Life Teen (grades 9-12) has been taking place after 

the Mass. A number of parents of junior high students have found 

it difficult to begin formation sessions for their young people in 

the late afternoon on Sunday. They would prefer a time on 

Sunday evening that does not end too late since the young people 

have to be in school the next day. After discussing that question 

with a number of parents, and asking the opinion of those 

attending the 6:00 pm Mass on Sunday, I made the decision to 

move the time of Mass earlier, to 5:00 pm starting September 

12, so that both the junior high students and high school students 

could hold religious education activities after the Mass and end 

around 8:00 pm. It is our hope that this will make it possible for 

more and more junior high families to participate. 

Of course, this poses problems for some parishioners 

who work 6:00 am to 6:00 pm on Saturdays and Sundays.  There 

are a number of parishioners in this situation. Effectively, there 

will no longer be any time anywhere in Lewiston-Auburn where 

they can attend Mass for Sunday.  I regret that very much. 

However, the potential for increasing junior high participation 

and the desire of families for an earlier time was a deciding factor 

for me. Sadly, it is not possible anymore for the parish to be able 

to respond to every need. My hope is that this change will serve 

the greatest number possible. 

Last Monday, classes began at St. Dominic Academy on 

Gracelawn Road in Auburn (Grades 7-12). Monday, August 30, 

classes at St. Dominic Academy on Baird Avenue in Lewiston 

(Grades PK -6) will begin. As you may remember, St. Dominic 

Academy was formed last spring from the merger of St. Dominic 

Regional High School and Trinity Catholic School. Don Fournier, 

the principal of the former St. Dominic Regional High School 

continues as the principal of St. Dominic Academy. He is aided 

by an assistant principal in each building. The enrollment of the 

new school for grades K-12 is around 600 students.  The entire 

school, both in Auburn and Lewiston, is supervised directly by 

the Diocese of Portland through the Superintendant of Schools. 

(Not everyone is aware that neither the Lewiston parish nor the 

Auburn parish has any role in directing the school.)
