Dear Parishioners: 
 

 This weekend we honor all those who build up our 

society by the fruits of their labor. We recognize the dignity of 

work, and the contribution made by all who make our country 

a better place through that work. May God bless all workers, 

and may those seeking employment find it soon. 

 Religious education classes for all grade levels, 

Kindergarten to grade 12, will begin in earnest on September 

19. Last weekend, we registered children and youth for those 

classes after each Mass.  We will do that again next weekend 

as well. You can also register your child by calling the office 

at 777-1200. You can also pick up a registration form for a 

family you know who has children and encourage them to 

enroll their kids in religion classes. This is an easy way to 

evangelize. We want as many young people as possible to get 

to know Jesus. 

 The Diocese has begun sending reminders to those 

who participate in the Capital Campaign called Strengthening 

the Heartbeat of the Church.  Maine Catholic radio is already 

on the air in the Portland area!  Many thanks to all who 

participated. Through the generosity of over 600 households, 

the parish pledged $3,050,000 to this effort. That is terrific! 

Over the next five years, the parish will receive over $850,000 

back for our own projects here in Lewiston. That will make 

our future much more secure. Thank you everyone who 

participated.  

 As I mentioned during the spring, the capital 

campaign was not the Bishopôs Appeal. The capital campaign 

took place to create endowments for the future. The Bishopôs 

Appeal pays actual expenses during the current year. The 

Bishopôs Appeal pays for the operations of the diocesan 

ministries, like the Sunday collection pays for our weekly 

expenses. Because we were conducting the capital campaign 

during the spring, the Bishop Appeal was delayed for us from 

May to October. We will hold our Commitment Weekend for 

the Bishopôs Appeal on the weekend of October 2-3. For some 

people who have already made a sacrifice for the capital 

campaign, it will be difficult for them to also participate in the 

Bishopôs Appeal. I understand that. I hope we can each do our 

part to support the statewide ministries of the Bishopôs Appeal, 

like hospital and college chaplains, for this coming year. 

 Next Sunday, September 12, we welcome Bishop 

Malone to the 10:00 am Mass at the Basilica. He will be the 

celebrant and homilist at the annual Blue Mass in honor of all 

law enforcement personnel, firefighters, and emergency 

services personnel. Please join us for this inspiring event. It is 

held each year close to the anniversary of the September 11 

attack to honor those who serve our community as first 

responders in moments of crisis. Join us in asking Godôs 

blessing and protection on these brave men and women.
